MASTER OF PHYSIOTHERAPY (MPTh): 2 Years 
MGM Allied Health Sciences Institute (MAHSI), MGM Medical College Indore is the 1st Govt. 
College to start MPT courses in Madhyapradesh in the year, 2012. Starting with four 
specialities Orthopaedics, Neurology, Sports and Cardiothoracic. The institute has over the 
years developed as a center of excellence for physiotherapy and presently runs 07 specialities 
with geriatrics and oncology starting from the current academic session.  

 

Introduction of Physical Therapy Profession 

This field offers graduate training for individuals interested in research related to optimizing 

Physical Therapy practice. Research in this field comprises investigations that are dedicated 

to understanding the mechanisms underlying physical mobility with a focus on contributing 

to either basic knowledge or the elements of physical therapy practice, which includes 

assessment, evaluation, diagnosis, prognosis, treatment, outcome measurement, and risk & 

prevention. New knowledge generated by these types of studies allow a person with physical 

limitations to achieve maximum function following injury and/or prevent secondary 

conditions associated with aging and/or chronic disease and disability. Research training is 

offered to individuals from a variety of disciplines in a number of diverse topics related to 

Physical Therapy including: Sports Physiotherapy and Fitness, Biomechanics, Orthopedic 

Physiotherapy, Cardiopulmonary Rehabilitation, Exercise Physiology, Motor Control and 

Neurosciences, Child Health, Geriatrics, Professionalism, Knowledge Translation and 

Continuing Competency, Musculoskeletal Rehabilitation, Therapeutic Modalities, Manual 

Therapy and various Advanced Neuromuscular Techniques. 

 

AIM : 

The course aims at imparting in depth both the theoretical basis as well as the 

therapeutic skills in the art and science of Physical Diagnosis and Physiotherapeutic, so as to 

practice the profession in a Competent manner towards those who need such services, with 

autonomy in quality care, assurance and maintaining the humanitarian approach of service 

with compassion. 
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OBJECTIVE: 
1. Acquisition of adequate theoretical and the practical knowledge foundation in the basic 
medical subjects. 

2. Proficiency in the skills of basic physiotherapy procedures and techniques with adequate 
theoretical basis of allied science. 

3. Ability to detect patho-physiological impairment of structural and functional deviations by 
using methodology of physical diagnosis to evaluate the disability prognosis. 

4. Competency in imparting the physiotherapeutic measure of specific choice towards 
preventive, curative, symptomatic and restorative or rehabilitative goals. 

5. After achieving competency and skill a physiotherapist should practice physiotherapy, and 
carry out treatment as an independent practitioner or in consultation & reference with other 
medical pactitioners. 

6. To train the post graduates as clinician to independently evaluate, assess, diagnose, 
prescribe, plan and practice physiotherapy in a competent manner. 

7. To train the post graduates as an academician and undergraduates in strong 
physiotherapeutic knowledge base, critical thinking and to develop strong evidence base 
regarding planning of treatments. 

8. Acquisition of moral and ethical codes and conduct of professional practice in a dedicate 
dmanner with the patient welfare as the primary responsibility. 

9. To develop proficiency in leadership skills as a team leader and to plan, critically 
appraise and administer the physiotherapeutic treatments 

10. To train the post graduates as an able researcher to analyze and critically appraise the 
existing physiotherapeutic literature, scientifically write and peer reviewing articles, 
statistically appraisals and updates. 

11. Preparation of a postgraduate student towards his/her professional autonomy with self 
regulating discipline at par with global standards. 

12. Formation of base of the professional practice by referral as well as first contact mode 
using evidence-based practice. 

13. Imparting research basis in order to validate techniques & technology in practice to 
physiotherapy. 

14. Educating a student with concept of quality care at the institutional as well as the 
community levels. 

15. Inculcation of appropriate professional relationship in multidisciplinary set up, patient 
management and co-partnership basis. 

16. Preparation of students to address problems related to health education and community 
physiotherapy. 

17. Practicing the concept of protection of rights of the community during referral as well as 
first contact practice. 

18. Incorporation of concepts of management in physiotherapy. 
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Course Outlines  
The Masters Degree in Physiotherapy is a two-year program consisting of classroom teaching, 
self academic activities and clinical posting. In the first-year theoretical basis of physiotherapy is 
refreshed along with research methodology and biostatistics. The students are rotated in all areas 
of clinical expertise during this period. They are required to choose their study for dissertation 
and submit a synopsis. During the second year the students will be posted in their area of 
specialty. 

They are required to complete and submit their dissertation. The learning program includes 
Seminars, journal reviews, case presentations, case discusions and classroom teaching. The 
students are encouraged to attend conference, workshop to enhance their knowledge during the 
course of study. At the end of the first-year institutional examination will be held at institute and 
at the end of Final (Second) Year MPMSU, Jabalpur will be conducting the university 
examinations.  
 

Curriculum: 
During MPT, students will have didactic lectures including the physiotherapy ethics, various 
organization rules and administration principles in Physiotherapy with basic physiotherapeutic 
sciences, research methodology and biostatistics. Lecture/Demonstration sessions, journal clubs, 
recent advances etc. will be part of the curriculum along with the respective subjects. Apart from 
informative lectures, recent advances, continuing physiotherapeutic education, journal appraisals 
from the internal lecture sessions, eminent guest lectures will be delivered pertaining to the 
respective specialization. 
  

Clinical exposure: 

The MGM Allied Health Sciences Institute (MAHSI) is attached to various associated hospitals of 
MGM Medical College, Indore including more than 950 bedded M.Y Hospital, Superspeciality 
Hospital, MRTB, Cancer Hospital, MTH, Chacha Nehru Bal Chiktsalaya that provides adequate 
clinical exposure to the students. The post graduates will be posted in the rotation in various 
departments/hospitals in first year whereas second year will be pertained only to specialty 
postings. Apart from the department posting, external postings will include various hospitals and 
sports institutions (the cost of visit outside the Institute shall be borne by students 
himself/herself) to equip post graduates with the knowledge nationwide. This program provides 
students with the opportunity to obtain the advanced educational requirements to practice 
physical therapy, concurrent with the academic training to perform independent research in a 
topic related to physical therapy. 

Methods of Training 
The training of post graduate students for MPT degree shall be on a full-time pattern with graded 
responsibilities in the management and treatment of patients entrusted to his/her care. The 
participation of all the students in all facets of educational process is essential. Every student 
should take part in seminars, group discussions, clinical rounds, care demonstrations, clinics, 
journal review meetings & CME. Every student should be required to participate in the teaching 
and training programs of undergraduate students. Training should include involvement in 
laboratory experimental work and research studies.

RULES & REGULATIONS FOR MASTER OF PHYSIOTHERAPY (MPT) COURSE 

Eligibility: 

1. Candidates should be of Indian Nationality; preference would be given to M.P State 
Domicile candidate. 

2. A candidate seeking admission to the course must have passed a full-time regular Bachelor 
of Physiotherapy/B.Sc. in Physiotherapy course from a recognized University by U.G.C. 
along with completion of all requirements of the degree course including completion of 
Internship before counseling of the current academic session 2021-22. 

3. He/She must be registered with MP Paramedical Council, Bhopal. Those candidates who 
have applied for registration and have not yet received the Registration certificate must 
attach a photocopy of PMC acknowledgement receipt. However, if selected they have to 
produce Original PMC Registration certificate within 2 months of joining the course 
(otherwise their admission will liable to be cancelled) 

4. Rules and Regulations of M.P State will be followed for admission Process. 
 

General Rules: 

1. The MPT course will be governed & regulated by the rules of M.P. Paramedical Council, MP 
Medical Science University/State Govt./Autonomous Society of the college under the rules 
& regulations in force at the time of admission and as amended from time to time. 

2. The candidate at the time of admission in the course will have to deposit initially full fees 
for the first year as per the fees structure given in the brochure. 

3. The student taking admission to MPT course should furnish a Seat Leaving Bond to 
the institute of Rs. 1.5 Lakh (Rs. One Lakh Fifty Thousand Only) at the time of admission, 
stating that candidate have to pay the Bond amount if they leave in between or prior to 
completion of course, due to any reasons. 

4. After getting admission in the course, if student wishes to leave the course before its 
completation due to any reason the submitted fees till date will be forfeited and no 
amount will be refunded back, as the institute is self-financing.   

5. The Institute reserves the right to reject/cancel the application/admission of candidate at 
any stage, if his/her application is found to be incomplete or incorrect and false 
information is furnished by the candidate. 

6. The Candidates should bring all original certificates along with original Transfer 
Certificate and Migration Certificate with a set of attested photocopies of certificates 
along with required first year fees for the course at the time of counseling/admission. 
Failure to produce these will lead to forfeiture of chance of admission. 

7. Original documents of the admitted candidates will be retained in the Institute and will be 
returned back only after the completion of the course, on submission of no dues 
certificate. 

8. Candidate will have to deposit softcopy (Digital copy) of all the required documents in CD. 
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9. The candidates should scrupulously follow the code of conduct, rules and regulations as 
framed by the institute from time to time. 

10. Students will not be allowed to do private practice, part time job or any other job during 
the entire period of the study.  

11.  Stipend of Rs. 2000/-per month will be paid to MPT Students during entire course 
duration of 2 Years as per his/her attendance . 

12. No TA/DA will be given to any Category candidates for appearing in MPT Entrance 
Examination,2021 . 

 

SCHEME OF MPT ENTRANCE EXAMINATION: 

1. All applicants have to appear in the MPT ENTRANCE Examination on 18-11-2021.  
2. The Examination will be held at MAHSI in offline mode at 10 AM on 18-11-2021.  
3. The Examination will consist of 100 Multiple Choice Questions (MCQ) of Objective 

type.  
4.  Duration of the Examination will be 90 minutes. 
5. Medium of Examination will be in ENGLISH.  
6. One mark will be awarded for each correct answer. No mark will be awarded for an 

incorrect response / multiple marking / unanswered question.  
7. The questions in the examination will be of BPT Course standard.  
8. The candidate should bring the Admit card in the Examination Hall issued by the 

institute along with valid original photo ID (Aadhar Card/Voter ID/PAN Card/ 
Passport/Driving Licence etc.)  and preserve it till the time of admission. 

9. Canvassing in any form / use of unfair means will lead to disqualification from the 
admission process.  

 
MODE OF SELECTION: – 

1. A merit list of Unreserved Category including EWS shall be declared which shall consist 
of all successful candidates who have secured not less than 50% marks in MPT Entrance 
Examination. 

2. The separate merit list of all reserved category (Schedule Caste/Schedule Tribe/Other 
Backward Classes) will be prepared who have secured not less than 40% marks in MPT 
Entrance Examination. 

3. There will be no waiting list. 
4. If candidates get equal marks in Entrance Examination, then candidate older in age will 

be placed higher in “inter-se-merit” of such candidates, further preference will given to 
domicile district applicants. 

5. Canvassing to influence the result in any form will lead to disqualification of the 
candidate. 
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ALLOTMENT OF SEATS/ ADMISSION BY COUNSELLING: -  

1. The allotment of seats shall be made to the candidates through personal appearance as per MP Govt. 
Reservation Rules and applicants will be called in the order of merit of MPT Entrance 
Examination as per Schedule of MPT Counseling. 

2. After declaration of the MPT Entrance Examination Result, notice will be displayed on the notice 
board of the institute and website www.mahsimgm.in for selected candidates to personally appear 
for counseling in the order of their merit. 

3. If any applicant remains absent due to any reason shall be marked ABSENT or does not opt for any 
MPT Course/Specialty available at his/her turn (as per merit) at the time of counseling, then all 
rights for admission shall automatically be forfeited and no claim will be entrtained and the 
available seat in the courses will be allotted to the other applicants as per their merit.  

4. The candidates who claim to belong to schedule tribes (ST)/ Scheduled cast (SC)/ Otherbackward 
classes (OBC) category/ EWS of Madhya Pradesh shall have to submit permanent original valid 
certificate issued by the competent authority of Government of Madhya Pradesh. The cast certificate 
should bear issue No. dispatch No., Date and seal of the issuing officer else it will not be accepted. It 
will be sole responsibility of the applicants to submit valid cast sertificate and other required 
documents issued by the competent authority to avail the reservation benefits.  

5. Counseling shall be done on merit-cum-option basis according to the category in the following 
order: -  i)   ST Category, ii)  SC Category, iii) OBC Category, iv) Unreserved Category & EWS 
category 

- In case eligible candidates in any reserved category are not available, the vacant seats shall be filled 
up by making them available in other categories as given below. 

a. The vacant seats of ST Category shall be filled up by eligible SC Category applicants. 
b. The vacant seats of SC Category shall be filled up by eligible ST Category applicants. 
c. In case the eligible applicants in ST and SC categories are not available, the vacant seats shall be 

filled up by eligible OBC category applicants. 
d. In case the eligible applicants are not available in these above three reserved categories in the 

above manner, the vacant seats shall then be filled up by the eligible unreserved category applicants  
e. A candidate belonging to ST/SC/OBC category, whose name also appears in the Merit list of 

unreserved category beside the merit list of his/her own reserved category shall have an option 
during counseling to select the seat either from reserved category or unreserved category.   

6. A CANDIDATE WHO HAS OPTED AND GET ADMITEED TO A PARTICULAR MPT SPECIALITY/ 
SUBJECT/ COURSE WILL NOT BE ENTITLED FOR ANY CHANGE HIS/HER COURSE SPECIALITY ON 
ANY GROUND. 

7. At the time of admission the student have to furnish “Seat Leaving Bond”  of Rs.1,50,000/-(One 
Lakh Fiftty Thousand only) to the institute , stating that if student leave the institute without 
completing the course due to any reason will have to pay the Seat Leaving Bond amount to MAHSI.  

8. Students have to submit his or her joining report within 07 of the starting of course. For extension 
on valid ground application should be submitted to the principal in writing to obtain permission for 
late joining.  If student failed to join the course or remains absent continuously 15 days without any 
prior intimation and approval of the principal, the admission will liable to be cancelled and no 
further claim will be entrtained.  

9. Transfer of admitted candidates to other collages/ University is not permissible during any stage of 
the MPT course under any circumstances what so ever. Similarly, no candidate from other college/ 
University is permitted to be transferred to this institution. 

10. All the seats remaining vacant after allotment or falling vacant thereafter will be filled up 
before last date of admission declared by MP Paramedical Council for that academic year by 
candidates belonging to same category from the waiting list strictly on merit basis by subsequent 
counseling.

Note:- Original documents of the admitted applicants will be submitted during 
counseling/admission in the institute and after completion of the course, they will be 
returned after submission of required no-due certificates from various concerned branches of 
the institution, after completion of the course. If the student leaves the course prior to its 
completion due to any reason, the student / guardian will have to pay the seat leaving bond 
amount to the institution by demand draft / banker's check in the name of MAHSI, then only 
the original documents submitted during counseling will be returned back.  
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MEDICAL FITNESS CERTIFICATE: - 
Medical fitness certificate should be furnished at the time of admission from a REGISTERED 
MEDICAL PRACTICINER.  
 

CANCELLATION OF ADMISSION:  – 
 

1. If it is found that a applicant has succeeded in getting admission in the Institution on the basis 
of false or incorrect information or by hiding relevant facts or any other reason, the admission 
granted to such applicant shall be liable to cancellation without any notice at any time during 
the course of his/her studies by the head of the institution. In case of disputes or doubts 
concerning admission etc. decision of the Head of the Institution shall be final. 

2. Any student taking part in anti-social activities, hooliganism either inside or outside the 
institute premises, unauthorized absence from classes, reported misbehaviour with 
faculties/students/patients and attendents, ragging etc. will be liable for rustication/expulsion. 

3. The head of the Institution reserve the right to refuse admission/registration at his own 
discretion of any student in the beginning of any time during the course of study , for reason of 
his/her behaving in a manner subversive to discipline or any grave misconduct. 

4. Cancellation of the admission by the Applicant/Student : Admitted applicant willing to 
leave his/her admission will have to submit His/ Her application with all required documents 
to the Dean & CEO, MGM Medical Collage, Indore through Principal, MAHSI along with copy of 
fees receipt, Amount of Seat Leaving Bond Rs.  1.5 Lakh (DD/Banker’s Cheque by the Name 
of “MAHSI”) and then only such an application for cancellation of admission would be 
considered. Admission cancellation letter would be issued by Dean & CEO, MGM Medical 
Collage, Indore and after receiving such letter the original documents submitted at the time of 
admission would be returned to the concern student/ guardian authorized by the student. 

5. According to the MP Paramedical Council, if it comes to the notice of the council 
directly/indirectly that any student is found to be involved in irregularities/criminal activities, 
then the council can cancel the admission of the said student. 
 

Documents verification process: Institute deserve the right for due verification of documents 
submittedby the candidate at the time of admission would be done for caste certificate, 
marksheets, domicile and other certificates by sending them to the concern department or 
instition for which the documents verification charges would be applicable to the candidate. 
 

PREVENTION OF RAGGING:- Ragging in any form within and outside the campus is strictly 
prohibited. If any incidence of ragging comes to the notice of the Authority concerned, the 
accused student will be given an opportunity to explain and if his/her explanation is not 
satisfactory, the Authority would expel him/her from the Institution, as well as hostel, if he/she is 
a boarder. Cases against the accusedstudent will be initiated as per rule. 
 

Accommodation Facilities: -  
Hostel facility will be available for girl students only on payment of fee as decided by the Institute 
based on the availability of seats in MAHSI Girls Hostel.

(C) The candidates offered admission would have to deposit Caution Money (One time only 
during admission). The security deposit is refundable after recovering the losses/ damages in 
hostel /Library/ Institute, if any,  on the successful completion of the course. However, if a 
student discontinues on his/her own reason before completion of the course, the deposited 
Caution Money will be forfeited. 
(D) All fees and privileges will be forfeited if a student is dismissed for bad conduct or any other 
reason or if he/she leaves the course before its completation. 
(E) The students will have to pay the fees of second year  on  completion of first year of the 
course,  failing which admission to next year will not be given. If the student fails to deposit the 
college fee in the schedule time, late fee from the concern student @Rs. 30/- per day will be 
charged. The Dean /Director of the Institute reserves the right to condone the delay only on valid 
ground. 
(F) The student may be levied other fees for Computer, Stationery, Games and Sports, Magazine 
Fee etc. from time to time, if necessary. 
(G) Students will not be allowed to do private practice, part time job or any other job during the 
entire period of the course. 
(H) The students who fail in MPT First or Second year examinatination, then he/she have to take 
Supplementary exam and have to pay exam fee to the institute/ University. If the students fail in 
the Final year examination and his/her tenure extends for more than two years then the student 
has to pay all applicable University examination fees and other fees for the extended period. 
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Academic rules and code of conduct for students: - 
1. To maintain the dignity of the institution, discipline, appropriate behavior is expected 

from all the students, so it is necessary to follow the rules of the institution by being 
disciplined. 

2. It will be mandatory for the students to follow all the rules and regulations, letter-

5. The Dean of the college may condone the shortage of attendance up to 5% only on 
validground. 

6. The students failing to fulfill the required attendance for the full period of one 
academic session (theory and practical) will not be eligible to appear in the 
institutional/ University Examination. 

7. All students should check the percentage of their attendance from time to time and 
parents/guardians should also keep a watch regarding the atteandance of their ward.   

8. It will be mandatory for the students of MPT courses in the class/lab/department 
and institution to wear white apron (Lab Coat) with name tab and institute identity 
card . 

9. Original copy of Transfer Certificate (TC) and Migration Certificate will have to be 
submitted during admission for MPMSU-Enrollment , due to lack of  submission of  
original copy of the above documents. The student will not be able to enroll in the 
university , for which the student himself/herself  will be responsible. 

10. On successful completion of the course, the candidates will be awarded the 
Degree of M.P.T. (Master of Physiotherapy) by Madhyapradesh Medical Science 
University, Jabalpur (M.P.) . 

11. After completing the course, it is mandatory for the student and the serving regular 
government employee to get the registration done in MP Paramedical Council, 
Bhopal through MP Online portal.
